Procedure for the Admission of New Adhering Bodies to the IUMRS

The IUMRS welcomes the participation of qualified organizations world-wide that share the ideals and mission of the IUMRS with enthusiasm and ability.  The objectives of the IUMRS are described in Article 1B of the Statutes.

A request for membership by a prospective organization should be sent to the IUMRS Secretary, and a copy sent to the Chair of the Commission on Membership.  The Commission will review the application, and if necessary assist the applicant to meet requirements for approval.  When the Commission is convinced that the applicant meets membership criteria, it will send the application package, with recommendation for approval, to the President,  and this package will be submitted for ratification by the IUMRS General Assembly.  (A simple majority of allocated votes is required).

A request for IUMRS membership should contain the following items: 

· A copy of the Charter of the Society. The Charter should include its statement of purpose, and describe its structure of administrative, financial and legal responsibilities.  The MRS-type Society must have been in existence for at least two years prior to its application to IUMRS.  [Note, during this two-year period, the Society may use the MRS logo with the approval of the Executive Committee (simple majority)].

· An explicit description of the membership of the applicant organization.  This should include a statement of the number of members,  and a description of how an individual becomes a member of the society.  There must be a minimum of 100 members.

· A description of the geographic and/or national boundaries of the society, with some brief mention of anticipated or expected relationships with geographically adjacent societies.  Here, it is important to consider whether there is efficiency or desirability to be gained by forming larger units e.g. E-MRS.

· A description of previous MRS-type activities (e.g. meetings organized and/or sponsored).

· A letter of support from at least one geographically adjacent Adhering Body of IUMRS.

· A statement of the level of IUMRS affiliation requested,  i.e. the category of participation.

Informal correspondence prior to the formal preparation of the application package is encouraged.
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
